(Please note that scholarship recipients must be able to attend the entire event. and will be expected to complete a specific convention assignment as part of the scholarship requirements).
The council provides opportunities for religion communicators of different faith communities who face similar challenges to exchange ideas and best practices.  Together, RCC members promote excellence in the communication of religious faith and values in the public arena and encourage understanding among faith groups.

Local RCC chapters meet regularly for programming and networking.  Those not located near a chapter are considered members-at-large.  Local chapters are located in the following cities:  Dallas/Ft. Worth, Austin, TX Area, Louisville, Nashville, New York and Washington, D.C.
